LAST KING OF SCOTLAND

Doctor Nicholas Garrigan has become the surgeon to dictator Idi Amin, who is so taken by Garrigan that he wants him to remain in Uganda.

In this scene, Nicholas arrives back in his bungalow to discover that it has been “searched” and that his British passport has been exchanged for a Ugandan one, making it almost impossible to leave.

Activity:

· As the sequence begins, what sounds do we hear before the music begins?

· As the music begins we only see Nicholas’ face, not what he sees. How is the music used to indicate that all is not well?

· How does the music change as he picks up the photograph? What mood or emotion is suggested?

· As he notices the envelope, how does the music indicate that it is unlikely to contain good news?

· How does the music change as he opens the envelope and discovers his new Ugandan passport? What does the music tell us about Nicholas’ feelings?

· The image changes to blurred headlamps. A new style of music is heard. Try to describe this music and how it changes as he gets to the door.

Whilst there are a number of different types and moods of music within the sequence it is also worth noting that there are different levels of sound. At times the music is very loud, at others it is almost silent.

In the music level analysis chart, see if you can plot the differing levels of the music against the images that you are shown.
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Looking at your analysis, try to explain why you think the levels change at the moments they do.
